Retrospective application change of use.  Storage of 2 mobile caravans, retention of static caravan for welfare facilities of raising fowl.

After much discussion at the meeting it was decided that the following comment should be submitted to Wychavon.  This comment was available until Friday 22 April for any Councillor to add/delete to.

Hanbury Parish Council were undecided on this application due to the following points
· The actual owner of the land was not the owner as written on the application form.  This created some difficulty with regard to declaration of interests for one Councillor.

· The wording of the document was non specific, ie – The static caravan for welfare of the chickens – it was unclear what this actually meant.  Is this area to be used as a storage area, or to enable someone to live on site to look after the fowl?  Obviously this is critical to the decision making process and the change of use application is not from woodland to agricultural, but from woodland to habitable use.

· If Wychavon agree to this application, then Hanbury Parish Council would like a condition on any approval notice that any caravan on this site and within the woods must not be used as accommodation in the future – thus avoiding the prospect of the woods becoming a caravan park.
· Why is a static caravan needed for fowl welfare – surely a shed would be a more appropriate option. – “these fowl are kept purely for domestic use of my family” (quote from Mr Hill at HPC meeting 18/4/11)
· This application does not support th conservation priorities of the Hanbury Parish Design Statement – in association with Hanbury Parish Council.  This notes that on page 36.d that the conservation priorities of the document are the protection and enhancement of trees, woodlands etc.

· It was felt that due to the ongoing nature of the problems in Goosehill Woods, the rumours of various activities in the woods, the retrospective nature of the application and the lack of clarity with regard to factual knowledge meant that Councillors were unable to give an informed opinion on this application.

· One Councillor felt that as the applicant had been present at the Council meeting during this discussion, the Councillors had been unable to express their opinions freely.
