Clare Stallard introduced the debate as follows

“It is not the Parish Council’s remit to decide the future of the Village Hall – our discussion today will focus on what action the Parish Council is going to take, if any, in the light of the representation from the electors, especially through the Parish Plan questionnaire responses and the card survey responses, plus the Feasibility Study and working party reports.  We also need to be aware of the current environment whilst making any decisions.

HANBURY VILLAGE HALL FEASIBILITY STUDY GROUP RECOMMENDATION

BACKGROUND –

· Established January 2006. 

· Funding from Awards for All £5000.00. 

· Survey of Village Hall services to all users of hall.

· Structural survey undertaken – no major concerns on structure of building

· 6 options  do nothing, dda work, dda work and relocate kitchen to centre of building, ditto plus extend the hall, new build village hall on ground above the rec ground, sport pavilion on rec. Ground

· Architect present plans for all but first option  - much discussion and public consultation

· July 2007 – Preferred option/recommendation to PC – a new build village hall – presented to PC

· Unable to proceed until all aspects of legal issues for this option had been clarified.
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REPORT OF THE VILLAGE HALL WORKING PARTY

BACKGROUND

· Established in September 2007 – history of muddled information and differing opinions on what could or could not be done.  Many wasted hours discussion in PC meetings – hence group 

· To establish with clarity all possible legal aspects of any future development/re-development of the Village Hall

· Finally reported back in January 2009. Difficult and complex task

· Main points are 

· It is possible for a new village hall to be built on the field above the recreational ground (owned by the Hanbury Village Hall charity)

· It is possible for the field above the recreational ground (owned by the Hanbury Village Hall charity) to be sold to the Parish Council subject to compliance with the Charities Act 1993

· It is possible for the existing village hall to be sold by the Parish Council, subject to compliance with the Charities Act 1993

· Compliance with the law and Charity Commission guidance in either the selling of the land by the charity to the PC or the selling of the remaining lease by the charity would mean engaging professional services of a surveyor and a positive outcome cannot be guaranteed.

· Planning permission would need to be sought and granted for a new build project

· Planning permission would be needed for the change of use of the existing village hall, if it were to be sold

· Whilst the 35 year lease of the village hall is in force, Hanbury Village Hall (the charity) has the major influence of the future of the village hall and the services it offers

· If the Parish Council were to take responsibility for the new build project, then the new hall and site would be owned by the Parish Council and the new hall would be leased to and run by Hanbury Village Hall (the charity) – a similar situation to the current arrangement

· If Hanbury Village hall (the charity) were to take responsibility for the new build project, then the new hall and site would be owned by the charity and it would be run by the charity.”


After some discussion a proposal to approve the preferred option of the Feasibility Study Group – a new build Village Hall, was rejected.  


It was agreed that, due to the present financial climate, it would be prudent to revisit this vote in February 2010.

It was agreed that, providing that Parish Councils criteria for contractors was met, then Mr Graham Badger should proceed with the replacement of the pipe from between the inspection holes.  A quote of £200 for labour plus materials was accepted.  

It was assumed that the level of the pipe would be correct and would be in the region of 1 in 100 to 1 in 60.

JE,DF,PP and RR had inspected the flat roof of the Village Hall. It was felt that the repair could be mended by A Akers the Village Hall caretaker, and this had been undertaken.

It was noted that a leak in the Youth Club storage area had been reported and Cllr NN would ask Mr Akers to have a look at this as well.

RR noted that there was a treatment for a leaking flat roof, that involved sealing the roof with a rubber compound, and that this carried a 25 yr guarantee.  The Council noted this for future debate if necessary.

CS.  It was noted that there had been considerable interest in the two vacant positions on the Parish Council.
