Village Hall Extension Committee
On Friday 30 July, the Council will have received 4 quotes for the Village Hall extension. The quotes will be opened and a decision made on that date as to the contractor for the proposed building.

Eon still need to provide a firm date for the overhead cables to be re sited underground.  HPC cannot proceed with the new extension until this is received.

This extension will be very disruptive to the building, the users of the hall will need to be informed of the possibility of having to move during the works.  HPC will strive to ensure the smallest disruption possible.
