Alcester Building Services have contacted the Parish Council with regard to the unpaid bill for cupboards at the Village Hall (£1,680) The Clerk has forwarded the bill to Kath Quickfall - treasurer of the Village Hall Management Committee, and commented that the Parish Council would be prepared to pay for the Parish Councils cupboard costs.  NN to arrange payment of the bill.

· Pippins telephone.

Pippins telephone has been disconnected due to the building works at the Village Hall.  An email has been received with regard to re-installation of this service.  The Clerk has suggested that Pippins arrange this work.  It was agreed that the Council may contribute to any costs in restoring this line, although it was suggested that Pippins check both sockets first.  It was noted that Pippins installed this telephone line and are responsible for it.

It was also noted that there have been rumours about new gardens at the Village Hall – with relation to the field at the back of the hall.  Clerk to try and ascertain the truth of any rumours and to remind Pippins that they have to liase with the Parish Council before any work is carried out.

It was noted that the wooden gate at the hall needs to have a “stop” fitted to it, as it comes off the wall when opened the wrong way.  NN to ask Tony Akers to fit this.
