An email was received from Mr. S Perry asking for permission to metal detect on Parish Council ground.

An email was received from a parishioner regarding an unpleasant incident at the Vernon Arms with regard to the planning application.  

The Council agreed that it was most upsetting and extended their sympathies for the incident to the parishioners involved.

A Letter was received from Mr. Williams – Class Teacher at Hanbury First School, regarding an accident outside the School on 26 May 2011.  Mr. Williams has sent a copy of a letter to Mr. Hobbs, environmental services at Worcestershire County Council raising concerns about the safety of the road outside the school.
Hanbury Parish Council has sent a letter to Mr. Hobbs supporting Mr. Williams and an email to Mr. Williams with the same comment.  Clerk to forward the letters to CRASH.

An email was received from Mrs. C Williams – Courts Close, asking if the Council should provide a gate at the Courts Close exit of the Recreation Ground in order to stop children from running directly on to the road.

The Council thought this was an excellent idea and agreed to contact the County Council footpaths division to enquire if a suitable gate was available.

District Councillor’s report - A Steel.

New Homes bonus 
reported to the Council that there was to be a new homes bonus for new houses.  An as yet un-agreed sum of money would come to the Parish Council once new houses were lived in.   This sum would be paid for six years and would be to be used for community projects within the Parish.
The South Worcestershire Development plan was being presented to the 3 County Councils to be voted on, on the 5th July.  This will then go forward to a public consultation phase for 6 weeks.  There is only one area for development in Hanbury Parish and that is the piece of land adjacent to the Vernon Arms (currently under planning consideration).  AS reported to the Council that within her ward (Wychavon) only Hanbury and Inkberrow would be having more housing.

Concern was raised with regard to the potential for planning development in the field at the back of the above land.  AS assured the council that this was not the case.
