Progress Reports from the previous minutes
4.1
Vehicle activated sign (VAS)

It was agreed that HPC would write to the installer of the original poles and ask for a full refund, as the poles were not fit for purpose and could in fact have caused an accident.


Neil Cook agreed to ask “CRASH” if they would investigate whether the sign in Woolmere Green had decreased the speeding along the road, as people had commented that this was the case.


PP reported that the traffic speed in the old VAS site had increased after the sign had been removed.


Clerk to ask AS to arrange the removal of the VAS from its current (original) pole to the new pole adjacent.

11      The road surface on Pumphouse Lane has started breaking down.  Clerk met Mr Raymond Grundy (RG) from Highways, Wychavon DC also AB and PP.  RG agreed that the road surface is breaking up and the carriageway edge eroding through recent frost damage…… “I believe that the most suitable option would be to create an overflow chamber on the verge adjacent to the pond together with small dia. culvert beneath the carriageway to outfall into the ditch on the north side of the road”  A letter from Mr Grundy (including photographs)  and one from the Clerk has been sent to Mr Fraser at Highways.

An email was read out from Cllr AS, where by she offered to contribute £50 to HPC in recompense for the VAS extension poles that were not needed.  It was agreed to resolve this at the next meeting after the reply to the letter from 4.1 had been received.

A request was received by Alan Horton (Bromsgrove under 13’s) re the lengthening of the football pitch.

It was agreed that the football pitch could be lengthened towards the east side of the recreation ground – i.e. away from the play area.
