Apologies for absence


Apologies were received from Cllr Gary Gartland and Cllr D Lee.

Declarations of Interest

The minutes were taken as read, approved and were signed.

Progress Reports from the Previous minutes
5.3
Wychavon District Council reply to the Parish Councils Letter of 31 July 09 with relation to Planning/Forest View.
The Clerk had discussed this issue with A Steele who will arrange for some planning lectures, at which Mrs Collin and other relevant planning dept officers will come and answer queries re planning. It was noted that J Hobbs does not work for Highways any more.  Cllr A Steele to follow this action up and let Hanbury Parish Council (HPC) know dates of meeting.
6.1
The poles for supporting the Vehicle Activated Sign Equipment have been put in place, although no advance notice was given to HPC.
· Hanbury Road – opposite Woodrow Farm; The pole has been placed around 50m away from the site suggested by the group representing HPC.  Cllr said that there may be a chance it could be resited although some cost may be incurred.

· Droitwich Road – Opposite Rose Cottage; the pole appears to be perilously near the road and opposite an upstairs window.

Cllr A.S suggested that HPC reply to her within 48hrs to come to a mutually agreeable result between Highways and HPC.  Cllrs CS, NC and PP to visit site and inform Clerk with their findings and recommendations. 
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Clerk agreed to investigate insurance costs of the signs.  Public liability is included free with the current insurance, theft/damage of signs themselves, valued at £6k for 2 will be £80.01 per annum, Clerk to add the signs onto the insurance as soon as possible.  Clerk also to ask insurers if “Smart water – identification method” reduces the premiums.

The Charity Commission can not comment on some of the issues raised by the chairman of the working party on the Village Hall project until they have some knowledge of the wording of the original charitable trust and the conveyancing paperwork for the transfer of ownership from the Vernon family to the Parish Council.

The Parish Clerk and I have been trying to trace these documents and they have now been located.  They will be sent to the Charity Commission for their advice on how to proceed with the rationalization of the two trusts and the other issues relating to the Village Hall project”.
